Our Litter Intelligence Journey at AshColl 

Written particularly by Year 10 student Lachlan Storey, 

with his group of Rory Thom, Bella Robertson, Donna Dandin.  

In 2022, class Year 10Y of Ashburton College took on the Litter 

Intelligence project. This included collecting, collating, and sorting data 

in different ways. Working with Sustainable Coastlines, we were given 

the green light to go ahead and search for loose plastics and rubbish 

on our local beach. The data was sorted into different categories by 

two students, and there were a lot of trends in the data that matched 

other polluted beaches.

To set off on our Litter Intelligence journey, it began with planning a 

beach visit to collect data for use in our findings. 

Sustainable Coastlines

We took a day off school for the Beach Blast session assisted by Emma 

Hunter and Bella Herbison from Sustainable Coastlines, to help us set 

up the litter survey. The data collection took place on the 16 August 

2022 at our local Wakanui Beach on the east side of Ashburton. 

Litter Survey Area

Our litter survey area was 100m x 20m (which is about the size of an

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Olympic swimming pool). Twenty nine citizen scientists surveyed the 

beach and we collected 127 pieces of rubbish in just that area alone. 

It was disheartening to find almost half of the litter we collected was 

plastic, which is a huge danger to the environment and the marine 

animals from the chemicals and hazards they create. 

Presenting Findings 

After cleaning and analysing the data, we had to take social action 

and present our findings. We took a different approach and shared 

our findings not just with the class, but also with the local preschool 

- Phoenix Preschool. 

To bring connection to the tamariki, we watched a video about how 

marine pollution affects the environment and the people around us. 

We also used the graphs we created from the data to show them 

the composition of the litter we found on the beach. Then, we read a 

pukapuka (book), Toku Moana, on our Beach Blast experience to them, 

made by our teacher Yin Chua. 

Lastly, we had an arts and crafts session about recycling plastic into 

a deco fish made out of old plastic bottles. This may not be an in-

depth and explanatory approach, but passing the idea on to the next 

generation about how to prevent marine pollution is crucial to our 

further existence. 

Future

I, and the rest of the 10Y Innovation Class of 2022 hope to see, if not 

all of the plastic gone from the ocean, at least most of it, and that we 

will continue to find more ways to recycle plastic into non-single-use 

items. 

We just hope that one day we will find a less damaging alternative that 

can be permanent rather than temporary, one that you can choose 

when you want it to biodegrade. That would be some world to live in. 

He waka eke noa.

FIELD TRIPS - YEAR 10 LITTER INNOVATION

The Year 13 Agricultural Science students spent the day working 

towards an Achievement Standard, being to carry out an investigation 

into an aspect of a New Zealand primary product or its production.

The Topic This Year Is ‘Wai Water?’ 

More specifically this has meant the study of the effect of milk 

production management practices on water quality and biodiversity in 

the Hinds River Catchment   

Teacher Abbey Bruce said that, as part of this, the class spent  one 

day, on Monday 04 april, collecting water samples to look at Nitrate 

levels, Phosphate levels, water clarity, conductivity, sedimentation and 

invertebrate samples from various locations along the Hinds River. 

Along the way, the group also had a look at the Hekeao/Hinds Managed 

(Pictured, left to right):  Debbie Eddington (ECAN), Charles Savage (obscured), 
Emma Graham, Ashleigh Blakemore collecting samples. 

Aquifer Recharge Project (MAR), and had a farm visit at Align Clareview 

to discuss various management practices they are using to mitigate 

their effects on water quality.  

The focus at each of the six Align Farms, is the social, environmental 

and commercial responsibilities of farming. Their approach is to 

advance human health by producing high-quality, nutrient-rich food 

and aligning farming with nature.  Align Farms believe it’s possible 

to minimise farming’s environmental impact, while maximising 

profitability, and they are learning everything they can about 

regenerative farming, to help develop a more sustainable approach. 

Following the day ‘in the field’, the class - on Thursday 07 April - had a 

panel of guest speakers come in and discuss the results.

FIELD TRIPS - YEAR 13 AGRICULTURAL SCIENCE 
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FIELD TRIPS - YEAR 12 SCIENCE

Term Two started well for members of the Year 12 Science class when, 

on Monday 02 May, they went to Argyle Park to learn about our local 

waterways. 

Science teacher Heena Shah tells us that Errol and Kelvin from 

WaterWatch/Kaitiaki Wai, Lincoln, came down to join the class.

The purpose of the day was to take tests and run experiments on 

the creek in order to complete an internal assessment. The students 

learned many different things about the aspects of water, how water 

can be affected, and the living organisms in the water. 

For example, these included - oxygen levels; nitrate levels; the 

conductivity of the water; salts and minerals in the water, and even a 

close-up look at some insects that were found in the creek. The students 

got to carry out many different tests, using special equipment.

The knowledge and information gathered, with the help of Errol and 

Kelvin, really benefited students by providing new general knowledge 

and skills. Heena said that it was really great to see everything in reality, 

which helped with regard to writing up reports. 

Part of the learning was realising that human activity has a huge 

impact on our waterways and how important it is to look after the 

ecological health of the river, as it gives a place for many animals and 

insects to live, and it provides water for our community. 

Summarised was that sustainability is vital. As communities, if we want 

our rivers and creeks to be around for years to come we need to act 

more sustainably and think about what we are doing that is affecting 

our waterways and do our best to stop practices that cause harm.

Early in Term Two the Year 12 Physics class travelled to the University 

of Canterbury (UC) to take part in a nuclear physics field trip. During 

their time there the students delved into the atom and how our 

understanding has changed over time. 

The Rutherford Centre (from the Arts Centre near the Christchurch 

Museum) also helped with the day, using activities to show how alpha 

particles were used in Rutherford’s Gold Foil experiment. 

Most enjoyed was students seeing what they had learned in class, but 

in real-life situations. This was especially so regarding using Geiger 

counters to pick up all three types of radiation from supplied samples 

of radioactive samples. 

University staff were great. Cliff Franklin showed the students how to 

use the Geiger counters, and Graeme Plank showed some equipment 

that demonstrated physics ideas. 

The trip was described by the students as educational, beneficial and 

great to take part in.

UC’s purpose in running these workshops is to support Year 12 students 

studying Atomic and Nuclear Physics. In doing so, UC collaborates 

with Arts Centre Education  (formerly Rutherford’s Den) to provide a 

curriculum-linked set of activities. 

A tour of the School of Physical and Chemical Sciences highlights 

pathways into careers and the opportunity to view the campus.

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Imogene Felton was thankful to be able to go on a biology trip to the 

Marine Sciences Centre in Portobello, with her online biology class this 

year.

The Marine Studies Centre provides a window into marine research 

at the University of Otago. It  showcases local marine life and offers 

marine education programmes for all ages, offering unique hands-on 

marine experiences.  

Under current COVID circumstances, she was only able to attend 

through her NetNZ online class. 

Imogene reported it was a wonderful experience and she was so glad 

to have met some of the awesome people she meets on her computer 

screen every week. 

They learned how to conduct safe and ethical experiments, before 

moving on to conduct their own experiments on live half-crabs, 

Petrolisthes elongatus, to gather data and write reports for internal 

assessment later on. 

Imogene focused on the kinesis response to light intensity in half-

crabs, investigating whether-or-not the crabs demonstrated greater 

movement under brighter conditions where they would be more visible 

to predators. 

The Centre provided ample resources and amazing instructors who 

helped us along the way. We also had the support of our online teacher, 

Ms Arkless, and each other throughout the entire experience. 

When we weren’t meddling with crabs, we stayed in a lodge on 

Quarantine Island, just a few hundred metres by boat from the Marine 

Studies Centre. Along with our time working at the lab, we had some 

great experiences on the island and the view over Port Chalmers was 

just incredible. 

Overall, it was an unforgettable experience, and Imogene was extremely 

grateful to have been able to go and meet so many awesome people.

The objective of these visits was to assist students for an Internal/

Research Assessment Standard.

Teacher of Science Heena Shah said that, on 27 September Year 12 

Science students undertook the Antarctic Centre Trip.

The programme started at 10.00am, leading into a day that was ‘jam-

packed’ with good learning about Antarctica.    The students learnt 

about the climate and weather conditions at the Antarctic as well as 

the organisms that have adapted to live in the harsh conditions there. 

The penguin enclosure was visited, with learning taking place about 

penguin behaviours in the wild and in the enclosure. This was followed 

by a presentation about Antarctic weather and climate, and about 

animals and their adaptations to help them survive on and around the 

extreme environment of Antarctica.

The trip also involved a 4D movie experience about the research that is 

being conducted in the Antarctic, plus a Hägglund ride and storm room 

experience. The Hägglund Snow Vehicle, replicating what is used in the 

Antarctic for transportation, provided a fun-riding experience. It gave 

students a good idea of terrain and hurdles faced in the Antarctic. This

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was followed, with the use of models, by an interactive demonstration 

on waves, light and the length of the day. 

After a break, the next step was for students to collect information 

from the displays about the animals that live in the Antarctic and their 

adaptations, prior to the Storm Room visit where a temperature of 

minus 28 degrees gave a very real insight into the Antarctic windchill 

factor.

Heena noted that, all-in-all, it was a fun day with a lot of learning that 

linked to the Year 12 Earth and Space Science and the Achievement 

Standard to ‘Investigate how organisms survive in Extreme 

Environments’. On returning to College students worked on completing 

this internal assessment task. 

The feedback from the students is always positive as the experience has 

made the connections to their learning much clearer.

Another of our students’ off-site learning opportunities took place for 

Teacher Sam Wakelin’s Classic and History Class.

Sam tells us that, at the end of Term 3, the class went on a class trip 

to the UC Teece Museum of Classical Antiquities in the Christchurch 

Arts Centre. 

The Teece Museum of Classical Antiquities features The Logie Collection 

- a teaching and research collection of artefacts from Greek, Roman, 

Egyptian and Near Eastern cultures for students and academics, 

primary and secondary schools, and other interest groups.

College students have achieved some significant results in Mathematics 
competitions during this year. Maths teacher and Assistant Head of 
Mathematics Faculty, Liz Cabout, outlines these, as below: 

Luke Hay 
Year 11 student Luke Hay has continued his outstanding results in 
Mathematics competitions, this year, as follows: 

•	 2022 ICAS (International Competitions and Assessments 
for Schools) Mathematics Competition: Luke gained a High 
Distinction Certificate, placing him in the top 1% of all candidates 
in New Zealand and the Pacific region. 

•	 2022 Australian Mathematics Competition: Luke also gained  High 
Distinction which means he was in the top 3% of all candidates. 

Liz said these are amazing results, from a very capable student.

Other very good results were: 
In the ICAS competition Ben Jurd and Henry Prouting both gained 
Credit Certificates for finishing in the top 20% of all candidates in New 
Zealand and the Pacific region.

In the Australian Maths Competition Hector Diamante gained a 
Distinction Certificate, placing him in the top 20%; and Maafala 
Faamausili  and Henry Prouting gained Credit Certificates for being 
placed in the top 50%.

ICAS Competition
The International Competitions and Assessments for Schools is an 
independent, skills-based assessment programme. ICAS recognises 
and rewards student achievement in areas such as English, Maths, 
Science, Spelling, Writing and Digital Technologies. The series of tests 
are designed to match and test skills that are learned in the school 
classroom.

Students from over twenty countries; including Australia, New Zealand, 
Hong Kong, India, Malaysia, Singapore, South Africa and the United 
States participate in ICAS each year. 

Each test is sat at the student’s school and is supervised by teachers 
under normal examination conditions.

Luke gained a Distinction Certificate, meaning that he achieved in the 
top 15% of all entrants. 

Aryan gained a Merit Certificate, meaning that he achieved in the top 
50% of all entrants.

Only students very capable in Mathematics are entered into the 
competition.

Australian Mathematics Competition

This competition was held between 03-05 August.  The Australian 
Mathematics Competition, or AMC, is one of Australia’s largest school-
based Mathematics competitions. 

It features unique problems designed by Australia’s leading educators 
and academics, with the goal to demonstrate the importance and 
relevance of Mathematics in students’ everyday lives. 

Teachers co-ordinate the AMC in schools. It is an engaging, 75 minute, 
30-problem competition, open to students in Years 3 to 12, and is 
available in both online and paper format.

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Year 10 Metal Technology students hammered 

out metal 3D fish wall hangings from sheet 

steel, for their whanau. 

Teacher-in-Charge of Automotive and Trades 

Patrick Neal advises that this unit is a hybrid 

of Technology and Art, in that the aesthetics 

of getting the fish looking just right are just 

as important as the industrial processes. 

In making a fish out of steel, the students 

have used the plasma cutter, English wheel, 

shrinker/ stretcher, MIG (Metal Inert Gas) and 

spot welders, and a bead roller (a machine tool 

to make surfaces more rugged and durable), 

as well as a myriad of specialist panel beating 

hammers. 

The scales are applied by abrading the surface 

with an angle grinder, then heating the steel 

with an Oxy Acetylene plant to get those blue 

and straw oxide colours. The fish are then 

finished with clear lacquer.   

The eyes are made of ball bearings the students 

cut from old truck turntables donated to 

College, with our grateful appreciation, by 

ACL Workshops.

Automotive and Trades, LPG 
Repurposing

Patrick tells us that Year 10 

Metalwork students have been 

repurposing discarded LPG 

cylinders into items with a new 

function.

He said that most have made 

barbecues and braziers. However a 

few have made other items such 

as planter boxes.

The cylinders are from a tank test facility, where 

they have been de-gassed.

Undertaking this module of work, students have 

learnt about thermal cutting, MIG (Metal Inert 

Gas) welding, angle and die grinders, as well as 

problem-solving, and the principles of a firebox.

Colorsteel kindly donated to College by Ashburton Long Run Iron was 

put to very good use during the early part of this year when a Year 10 

Materials Technology Metal class made toolboxes from it. 

In developing the toolboxes, students learnt how to mark out, cut and 

fold sheet metal accurately; and really enjoyed using the box and pan 

folder and guillotine. Each toolbox is made to set measurements and, 

teacher Patrick Neal said, they expect a tolerance of 1mm, with most 

students successfully achieving this accuracy. 

Once the item is complete, students are set the task of adding handles 

and trays of their own design. In thanking Ashburton Long Run Iron for 

the colorsteel donation, we do add that the variety of colours has really 

brightened up this project.

Patrick Neal, Teacher of Technology, said that each student was required 

to fabricate a frame, bore out pockets for steering head bearings from 

steel, and machine the various components for the front forks from 

aluminium; as well as make the engine mount, brackets and set up the 

drivetrain. 

These scooters use wheels and engines imported from China, while all 

other parts are made by the students.

Three students have been testing the end product, tuning them and 

making a variety of modifications to improve reliability. 

Patrick noted all are very proud of their work, as is the College.

Cyclocross involves biking multiple laps of a short course; featuring a 

mix of pavement, trails, grass, steep hills and obstacles which require 

the rider to dismount and carry the bike. 

The Timaru course in the Scenic Reserve had all these features, but 

recent rains turned the grass sections to muddy bogs which made 

staying on the bike very difficult (but this was exciting for spectators!). 

3rd Placing in Under 17 Boys Category for Oli Nicholls

Year 11 student Oli Nicholls produced consistent lap times in the 

difficult conditions, which earned him 3rd place in the Under 17 Boys’ 

category. It is notable that his times would have placed him near the 

top of the Under 20 Boys’ category, which makes this a strong showing.  

While cyclocross is usually raced on cyclocross bikes, Cycling Schools 

NZ now allows mountain bikes to race in all categories, and Coach/

Modern Cross-Country

Unlike downhill or enduro racing, modern Olympic cross-country racing 

(often known as XCO) is a mass start event, where riders complete laps 

of a track. This is perfect for spectators as they get to see the riders 

multiple times.

A typically cross-country race track will usually consist of some 

climbing, descending and flatter singletrack sections. Lap length will 

vary from race to race, but 4 to 5km per lap is fairly common. Each 

race will have a set number of laps and first across the line wins. The 

number of laps you complete will depend on age and experience. 

Enduro

Enduro races are made up of multiple downhill stages, which are timed 

to generate the event’s result, while the uphills are ‘liaisons’.  Here, 

riders have to reach the start of the next stage within a time limit 

but, providing a rider meets that time limit, the actual time doesn’t 

contribute to the final result.

outcomes by Keagan Nel and Seb van Rooyen. 

Under 17 Boys’ Grade:
